RUN WARRIOR RUN sent to the post as the race time favorite didn’t disappoint
his backers winning by almost three-lengths in a two-turn six and one-half furlong
$23,000 allowance race run at Timonium in Maryland. Owned by One and Won
Stable and trained by King Leatherbury, the son of Desert Warrior elevated his
lifetime earnings above the century mark to $102,383. The consistent four-year
old gray/roan colt has compiled an impressive on the board record in his 19-
career starts with 4-wins, 5-seconds and 3-thirds.

The seven day Maryland State Fair conducts a seven day race meet at the
Timonium Fair Grounds each year and is believed to be the only state fair east of
Texas with Thoroughbred racing. The meet attracts top trainers and jockeys.

Bred by Joseph and Jennifer Daniels, Run Warrior Run is out of the Prospectors
Gamble mare Gambling Thyme and was sired by the McMahon of Saratoga
Thoroughbreds-based DESERT WARRIOR.

With three-crops of racing age including 52 current two year olds, the McMahon
of Saratoga Thoroughbreds-based stallion has career earnings surpassing $1.5-
million with average earnings per starter of over $24,000. Desert Warrior is a son
of Deputy Minister, out of the Secretariat mare Navajo Pass, who's a full sister to
the dam of Storm Cat.
